8. Stretch and hook the
front elastic edge of the Sun
Shield evenly under the lip
of the plastic nose on the
stroller. Keep edge above
red swivel lockout knob
(see Swivel Lockout section
of Owner’s Manual).
Position BOB Logo in
center over nose of the
stroller (Fig. 7).

9. Stretch each elastic
edge of the Sun Shield and
route under each
respective side of frame
tube as shown in Fig. 7.

10. Center rear flap of Sun
Shield on stroller handlebar.
Inspect air passage above
stroller seat. Make sure air
opening is not obstructed
(Fig. 8).

11. To place passenger
into the stroller, pull the front
of the Sun Shield off the
nose of stroller, then lift up,
stretch and roll over the
forward edge of stroller
canopy as shown in Fig. 9.
This will temporarily hold
the Sun Shield out of your
way while you place the
child into the seat.

12. Once your child is
secured in the safety
harness (refer to your
stroller Owner’s Manual,
Seat Safety Harness
section), release the Sun
Shield from canopy and re-
secure under the lip on the
stroller nose and under
frame sides. Fig. 7 shows
a Revolution Sun Shield
correctly installed.
